Upgrades are includes and are often 

released more frequently

Additional

installations

Varies by product but 

generally limited to 

two systems

Varies. Office can be installed on five 

systems and five mobile devices.

What happens when the subscription 

runs out?

If you let the Office subscription lapse, 

your files are read-only on your 

system.
